Screening Agreement

	Full Tilt Boogie has decided to offer a Satellite tour for “BELLY” to expand on the amount of “BELLY” screenings and better share “BELLY” with more viewers.  The Satellite tour is only applicable if:

1) The dance/viewing community is to small to support a large enough screening to bring Cecilia & Chad (the filmmakers) to present the film.

2) For some other reason Cecilia & Chad can’t make it to the screenings, because of scheduling conflicts, ext.

3) If  there is demand for a screening out of the US, where travel would not be cost or time effective. (Cecilia & Chad are happy to travel to other countries outside of the US, if that is possible)

1) Full Tilt Boogie will be paid for one time screening rights * minimum of $200.00-250.00* (US currency) (this can be altered to fit the size of you screening.  For example how many people are you expecting? We can also do a % of the door)  
2) Sponsor expenses will be recouped (venue & equipment rental, advertisement).

3) Any remaining profit will be split 50/50.

Promotions:
Full Tilt Boogie will help promote the event on their website www.ftbproductions.com, on Facebook, TRIBE, and through e-mails newsletters to their extensive mailing list, as long as sponsor provides clear and timely information about the event.  Sponsor will also need to promote event locally and through whatever means they have.  Full Tilt Boogie can also provide “BELLY” postcards at sponsors request.

“BELLY” DVD sales:

Full Tilt Boogie will sell sponsor DVD’s at cost ($15.00 each).  Sponsor can sell these DVD’s for whatever price they want at the screening.  Full Tilt Boogie sales them for $23.00 each retail, but these are advanced copies, so the sponsor gets to decide.  Full Tilt Boogie will buy back any unsold DVDs after the screening as along as the sponsor pays for return shipping. * no internet sales of the “BELLY” DVD’s allowed by anyone other then Full Tilt Boogie*
	Venue Technical & information:

What venue is the best fit depends on the size of the screening that you want to do, and whether you want to add a Hafla to the event.

Here are some ideas for Venues:

* Any large room or space (including dance studios) can be set up with:

1) Digital LCD projector (Digital projectors can be rented through a local or national company.  They are about $125-$150.00 to rent.  Most people have had luck finding one to borrow.) Please ask about this because there is a good chance Cecilia and/or Chad can bring one for the screening.
2) A DVD player or laptop

3) Screen, blank light colored wall or a tacked up white sheet

4) Stereo, speakers or sound system

5) Chairs or some kind of seating (floor seating with rugs or pillows could be a fun option)

(If it is warm enough outside, you can bring the equipment outside and use the side of a house or building to “project” the movie onto)

* Some bars and restaurants have large screen TV's or other ways of projecting and showing sporting events, this would work great to do a screening of "BELLY"

* A home with a large TV and DVD player

* Local Movie theaters available for rent.  A movie theater has all the equipment and seating, but they  can be very costly.
* Theaters and conference rooms at Universities and collages

It may be a perfect collaboration to ask a college, university or even high school to co-sponsor the event. Women's centers at local schools may be very interested because "BELLY" covers topics of body image, spirituality and sisterhood, female empowerment, and recovering from illness.  Also there is often a film or media club at schools that may be willing to lend equipment AND run all the technical side of things for your event.
